Teatro e Marionetas de Mandragora is
a professional puppet theater
company, founded on 2 April 2002,
directed by Clara Ribeiro and Filipa
Mesquita and enVide neFelibata as
art direction.

m In the symbiosis of a symbolic
language that combines heritage and
traditional legacy with the
contemporary society's thinking and
dynamics, in a dialogue that's not
always peaceful, a fundamental
element emerges: the puppet — the
tool used in our quest for our own
cultural identity.

m Our goal is to discover the puppet's
own aesthetic, visual, scenic, and
dramatic potential, as well as in the
relation between actor and puppet. In
this experience, we intend to find our
own identity-based dramaturgy: the
one that explores culture, belief, and
folklore combined with the urban area,
the technological exploitation and the
global village's fast pace.

m Throughout our artistic journey, we
created a wide range of proposals,
both in terms of audiences (adults,
youngsters schoolchildren, families)
and in terms of training (basic and
specialized).

m One of our major commitments is
touring our projects, through the
country and aboard. We constantly
concern on decentralization,
community work, partnerships, social
and inclusive enhancement.

m For over two decades, the Company
firmly established itself as a
contemporary artistic creation
structure by putting on a wide range
of shows. Some creations our own,
others resulted from partnerships with
national and foreign cultural
structures and entities.

m Our team has always had space to
freely create according to each other's

language and vision, converging to
develop and enrich the puppet
theater's art.

m Our Company focuses on social
vulnerabilities but also traditions and
heritage trough different but
converging sights. Dialogue with all
different audiences, blend our
creations with sites and spaces,
intersect with partner entities and
structures is essential for creating
multidisciplinary projects that
prioritize communication with
spectators.

m We would like to highlight our
collaboration with numerous
educational service teams while
implementing our education activities
program in institutions such as
monuments, museums, and landmark
buildings.

PRESENTATION

A flying machine transports its few inhabitants through a world of metaphors. They
try to revive a life that no longer exists; they try to understand the stones, the
earth, and the sand. They create routines and reinvent creatures from a rural world
that has disappeared. They inhabit an imaginary space, flying above reality, and
there in the machine they spin stories with a beginning and no end. People make up
the ‘balloon village’ and their greatest desire is to have a place where they can live
their dreams...

In this street creation, languages, theater, puppets, objects, circus arts, and music
intersect! It is a metaphorical creation that seeks to savor the big picture in small
things, the shared experience!




TRAVELLING THEATER

The outdoors, the street, and the open air are as much a way of being as they are a
form of artistic dialogue. This is the privileged stage for community life. In a country
like Portugal, the occupation of outdoor spaces—our squares, gardens, and
beaches—is fundamental. These are places where the sun shines and where
families, children, and spectators gather, turning artistic creation into a point of
contact, with the sky and the landscape as their backdrop.

Since time immemorial, whether through small or large-scale works, historical
contexts, or vibrant festivals, our territory has offered magnificent natural and urban
spaces. We populate these settings with countless proposals born from our
particular artistic way of being. Whether through new creations, itinerant
performances, or the presentation of our beloved Teatro Dom Roberto, we believe
that the street and the open air are inseparable from our journey.

The street is not simple; it contends with atmospheric unpredictability, the
inconstancy of space, and shifting social dynamics. Yet, it is immediately embraced
by the local population—the people who transform a fleeting performance into a
lasting memory. We deeply value the outdoors and feel that it remains the ideal
place to make art happen.




TEAM CURRICULUM

Filipa Mesquita

Filipa Mesquita seeks to integrate traditions and tangible and intangible heritage
into the contemporary world, constantly weighing up what is being built and what is
being destroyed in a critical analysis of today's society, using the puppet as a
symbolic figure in this analysis.

Born in Porto in 1976, she's been involved in puppet theater since 1996. She
completed her secondary education in Arts in 1995. She attended the Architecture
college degree in Lusiada University in 1996. She graduated in acting from the
Contemporary Academy of Performing Arts (ACE) in 1999. She completed the
Professional Course in Animated Theater in 2002, having been trained by a vast
number of Portuguese and foreign actors, playwrights, set designers, and
puppeteers. Since 1999, she has traveled to several countries to conduct training
and present her work with object theater, including Spain, France, Belgium,
Slovakia, Norway, Macau, and the USA. She is pursuing a Master's Degree in
Heritage at the Education Superior School of Porto (ESE).

Filipa staged several productions such as “O Jardim - Tomo | - A Primavera”,
“Bzzzoira Moira”, “Mistérios”, “As 7 casas da inFortuna”, “casa dos ventos”,
“adormecida”, “Breve Histéria de Portugal”, “capucha vermelha”, “Mostrengos dos
7 mares”, “Conchas”, “Descobridores”, “A Floresta”, “O Guardiao dos Vagalume”,
“Breve Histéria de Portugal”, “Florival - O Pequeno Pastor”, “Teatro Dom Roberto”,
the community show “marés”, “aldeia baldo”, “O meu avd consegue voar!”.

She has performed as an interpreter in numerous shows of her own creation, as
well as in shows staged by other creators for Teatro e Marionetas de Mandrégora.
She has performed throughout mainland and insular Portugal in various theaters
and cultural and programming venues. Filipa collaborates with numerous puppet
theater promoting projects by researching traditional puppet theater in Portugal,
organizing exhibitions and audience training activities, and working with numerous
museums and monuments to implement Educational Services's dynamics.

enVide neFelibata
Monsenhor enVide neFelibata has specialized training in puppet theater, ceramics,
engraving, and computer technologies.

Has been involved in puppet theater since 1998 and is one of the founders of the
Teatro e Marionetas de Mandrdgora company, which has been active since 2002. Is
also one of the directors and teachers at Escola da Marioneta (Puppetry School) and
co-organizer of “Ei! Marionetas - Gondomar International Puppetry Festival”. Is
responsible for the visual direction of this structure, creating puppets, set designs
and props. Teaches puppet-making courses for adults and industry professionals,
and collaborates with other puppet theater companies and institutions. The work of
the professional puppet company he belongs to has already been presented at over
500 national and international festivals and gatherings in the form of shows,
animations, performances, workshops, training actions, exhibitions, and art
installations to an audience of over one million spectators.
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As a visual artist, he devotes himself to the constant desacralization of art, to
collaborate with other artists and to joint creations. Researches, develops, and
publishes techniques and materials of art expression applied to puppetry art. Has
recently participated, organized, and curated exhibitions of mailart and artbymail in
galleries, museums, libraries, and unconventional spaces.

César Cardoso
Born in 1978 and raised in an associative environment, he began collaborating on
community projects at an early age.

At the age of 16, he joined the cultural department of the Lameiras Residents'
Association, a housing complex in Vila Nova de Famalicao.

It was in this organization that, in 1998, he began his professional career as a
sociocultural animator.

During this period, he co-founded the amateur theater company “TELA-Teatro
Experimental das Lameiras,” working as an actor and technician. He also began
collaborating with Radio Universitaria do Minho, where he worked as a radio
producer and presenter. He also began collaborating with Radio Universitaria do
Minho (Braga) on the program “Sangue na Guelra” and with Radio Vila Nova on a
magazine program dedicated to new Portuguese music.

At the same time, he began studying law, later starting studies in Sociocultural
Animation. He also began studying guitar at Famalicao's band's music school.

In 1999, still as a cultural animator, he worked at “Casa do Caminho” children's
emergency center in Matosinhos. Back in Famalicao in 2000, he worked at the
Lousado Social Center (currently “Mundos de Vida”) and later, from 2001 to 2004, in
the sociocultural revitalization of communities living in poverty in the municipality of
Vila Nova de Famalicao, as part of the Fight Against Poverty TEIA Project.

In 2004, he joined the staff of Famalicdo's Toy Library Association (currently
Associacao Geracoes), working in the recreational and cultural area of the
association.

In 2014, he became a freelancer, working in show production, as a musician and
as an audio and lighting technician.

He is currently a programmer at CRU-espaco cultural, in Vila Nova de Famalicao,
and as the visual director of the “Mel - piquenique das artes” festival.
